Vystava vyznamného slovenského ilustratora Cubomira Kellenbergera
Vystava je pokraCovanim retazca v cykle prezentacii nezijicich slovenskych
ilustratorov, ktori zaujimaju v slovenskej ilustracnej tvorbe vyznamné miesto.
Grafik a ilustrator Cubomir Kellenberger sa narodil v roku 1921 v Bratislave,
zomrel v roku 1971. Od roku 1945 uverejiioval v novinach kresby a karikatlry,
neskor sa zameral na ilustraciu, grafiku, kolorovanu kresbu, farebnti grafiku,
a tapisérie.  Expozicia je Sirokou kolekciou vyberu z viac ako 200 ilustracii
autora poskytnutych zo sukromnej zbierky tiez ilustratora a syna Martina
Kellenbergera. Originaly ilustracii su prezentované z knih Dama s kaméliami,
Kozliatka, Gulliverove cesty, Horami Sumatry, Prihody o divocine, Africky
zapisnik, Japonské rozpravky, Robinson Crusoe, Horou piesent Sumi, Zo stare]
horarne , Tartarinove prihody . Ilustracie doplituje 16 kniznych publikacii.

Exhibition of an important Slovak illustrator Cubomir Kellenberger

The exhibition is a continued chain within the cycle of presentations of deceased
Slovak illustrators occupying a prominent place in the Slovak works of
illustration. Cubomir Kellenberger, a graphic artist and illustrator, was born in
1921 in Bratislava and died in 1971. Since 1945 he published drawings and
cartoons in the newspapers and then he oriented himself to illustrations,
graphics, coloured drawings, colour graphics and tapestries. This exposition
represents a widespread collection of a selection of over 200 author’s
illustrations provided from the private collection of his son Martin Kellenberger
who is also an illustrator. Original illustrations presented are from the following
books: The Lady of the Camellias, The Kids, Gulliver’s Travels, Across the
Mountains of Sumatra, Adventures in the Wilderness, African Diary, Japanese
Fairy Tales, Robinson Crusoe, Across the Forest a Song Ripples, From the Old
Gamekeeper’s Lodge, Tartarin’s Adventures. The illustrations are
complemented by 16 publications of books.
