r. 1985) a Green Peace Publishers — Tokio (od r. 1988). Doteraz navrhol
a ilustroval vyse sto knih pre deti a dospelych, ktoré boli vydané v jeho rodnom
Polsku a Sestdesiatpdt dalSich knih bolo vydanych v zahranidi. Jeho diela
obohacujti stikromné i verejné zbierky amuizea v Polsku a zahranici.

Since 1957 he has worked as an illustrator and graphic-designer
Jfor a number of domestic publishing houses and since 1963 he has begun to work
Jfor foreign publishers: the Flammarion from Paris and Middelhauve Verlag from
Cologne (since 1965). In the rears (o follow he also started to co-operate with
Loewes Verlag from Bayreuth (since 1970), Kinderbuchverlag from Berlin (since
1973), Parabel Verlag from Munich (since 1973), Atiantis Verlag from Zurich
(since 1973); Bohem Press from Zurich (since 1979); Nord-Siid Verlag from
Monchaltorf (since 1980); the Sailor Publishers Co. from Tokyo (since 1984);
Patmos Verlag from Diisseldorf (since 1985); Atelier Mitze Lid from Saitama
(since 1985) and Green Peace Publishers from Tokyo (since 1988). Over the years
he has designed and illustrated over a hundred books for children and adults
which were published in his native Poland and sixty five other books published
abroad. His works enrich private and public collections and museums in Poland
and abroad. Oshima Museum Picture Book (Japan) is the owner of the biggest
collection of his works (more than 100).

He also contributes illustrations for magazines, designs posteards, calendars and
other prints. He is still active as a painter, sculpior, set and tapestry designer.
Books with J. Wilkon iltustrations was published in more than 20 foreign versions.
