Bienale ilustracii Bratislava prinasa uz od roku 1967 vyber toho najlepsieho, ¢o sa v
ilustratorskom svete aktualne deje. V 28 uskuto¢nenych ro¢nikoch sa na BIB predstavilo 8
748 ilustratorov z viac nez 110 krajin, ktori sa prezentovali 68 341 ilustraciami z viac nez 10
000 knih. llustracie hodnoti prestizna medzindrodna porota, ktorej ¢lenov nominuju narodné
sekcie IBBY. Udeluje najvyssie ocenenie Grand Prix, 5 Zlatych jablk a 5 Plakiet BIB. BIB je viak
podujatie ur¢ené najma pre detského navstevnika, preto pribudla v roku 1993 detskd porota,
zloZena z deti z r6znych katov Slovenska, aby urcili svojho vitaza. Je kuridzne, Ze detska
porota sa za cely €as svojej existencie zatial ani raz nezhodla s medzinarodnou odbornou
porotou na vitazovi. U deti ¢asto vedie jasnost a zrozumitelnost sofistikovanej ilustracie a nie
je im az taky blizky vytvarny experiment alebo inovativny pristup ku kompozicii ¢i Stylizacii,
ktory, naopak, ocenia odbornici. Preto je dolezZité mat zastupené oba pohlady, aby bol BIB aj

Exhibition of the winners of the Children's Jury Prize 1993 - 2021

Since 1967, the Biennial of Illustration Bratislava has been presenting a selection of the best
of what has been happening in the world of illustration. Over the past 28 editions, BIB has
featured 8,748 illustrators from more than 110 countries, presenting 68,341 illustrations
from more than 10,000 books. The illustrations are judged by a prestigious International Jury
nominated by the IBBY National Sections that selects one top award, the Grand Prix, 5
Golden Apples and 5 Plaques. However, BIB is an event designed primarily for a children's
audience, so in 1993 a children's jury, made up of children from different parts of Slovakia,
was added to select their winner. Curiously, in the entire existence of the children's jury,
they have never once agreed with the International Jury of Experts on a winner. Children are
often drawn to the clarity and comprehensibility of a sophisticated design and are not so
keen on artistic experimentation or innovative approach to composition or stylization,
which, on the other hand, are appreciated by the experts. It is therefore important to have
both perspectives represented so that BIB continues to be a place for dialogue, mutual
inspiration and pushing the boundaries of what is possible in the world of illustration.
